4. Six Years, by Harlan Coben. Jake Fisher discovers that neither the woman he loved nor 

their life together were what they seemed.

5. The Storyteller, by Jodi Picoult. A New Hampshire baker finds herself in the midst of two 

Holocaust stories: her grandmother’s story of survival, and the confessions of an elderly

6. A Dance with Dragons, by George R.R. Martin. Book 5 of “A Song of Ice and Fire.”  ALL 

BRANCHES  

7. A Week in Winter, by Maeve Binchy. Guests at an inn by the sea on Ireland’s west coast; 

the final book by Binchy, who died in 2012. ALL BRANCHES  

8. Alex Cross, Run, by James Patterson. While Alex Cross pursues a Washington serial killer 

(or killers?), someone is after him.  ALL BRANCHES

1. Lean In, by Sheryl Sandberg with Nell Scovell. The chief operating officer of Facebook 

urges women to pursue their careers without ambivalence.  ALL BRANCHES 

2. My Beloved World,  by Sonia Sotomayor. The Supreme Court justice recalls growing up 

in the Bronx, attending Princeton and becoming a federal judge. ALL BRANCHES 

3. Salt Sugar Fat, by Michael Moss. A new York Times reporter reveals how food companies 

use science to encourage us to consume more of their products. ANDREWS BRANCH ONLY 

4. A Higher Call, by Adam Makos with Larry Alexander. An encounter between two pilots in 

the skies over Germany in December 1943. ALL BRANCHES  

5. Killing Kennedy, by Bill O’Reilly and Martin Dugard. The host of “The O’Reilly Factor”     

recounts the events surrounding the assassination of John F. Kennedy.  ALL BRANCHES
