


CONTEST RULES: 

Contestants must be between the ages of 5 and 17, and must have a valid Georgetown county library card, 

in good standing.  

A working phone number is required to contact the winners. No more than three attempts will be made  

before the next winner is called. 

Art and Writing contests each have 3 age categories: ages 5-8, 9-12 and 13-17. 

Participants may enter both writing and art contests, however, they can only win in one category. 

Only one entry may be submitted per contest.  

Submit entries to one library only. Multiple entries at different branches will not be considered eligible. 

Submit entries to any Georgetown County Library location - Andrews, Carvers Bay, Georgetown and 

Waccamaw Neck. 

Entry Deadline: July 17. 

Winners will be announced at the end of Summer party at each branch, and will be posted on the Library 

website, on Facebook and in other Library publicity. 

All submissions become the property of the Georgetown County Library and may be used by the Library for 

promotions and advertising for any “Every Hero Has a Story” event or activity sponsored by the Library. 

Participants agree to allow the Georgetown County Library to use their names and photographs for publici-

ty purposes. 

ART CONTEST RULES: 

Contestants must draw a picture that represents someone who is a hero to them. They must complete the 

sentence “My hero is __________ because ___________”. 

Drawings may be no larger than 12”x18”. Drawings may not be reproductions of trademarked characters 

(for example, Spider-Man or Pokémon). All artwork must be the individual student’s original creation. All 

drawing media are acceptable but chalk, charcoal, and pastel entries must be sealed to prevent smearing. 

No laminated entries or three-dimensional entries are allowed. Nothing may be glued, stapled, or attached 

to the artwork in any way. All art entries must be accompanied by a completed entry form. 

Winners will be selected based on their adherence to the theme “My Hero is,” and on their artistic merit. 

WRITING CONTEST RULES: 

Contestants must write on the theme “My Hero is.” Entries may be about a real or fictional hero who is im-

portant to the author. Tell why this person is important to you and how he or she has influenced your life. 

Entries by contestants ages 5—8 must be between 200 and 500 words. Entries for ages 9—17 must be 

between 500 and 750 words. All submissions must be typed, double-spaced and accompanied by a com-

pleted entry form. 

Winners will be selected based their adherence to the theme “My Hero is”; grammar, spelling and punctua-

tion; and quality, interest and enthusiasm of the writing 

First place contest winners in each age group will receive a tablet computer. Second and third prize winners 

will receive sport bags with educational and recreational items. Prizes have been provided by a grant from the 

Dollar General Literacy Fund.
